Education

The school started with a high note with newly recruited children joining in various classes. MCF has
rescued over two hundred vulnerable children from different parts of the country and are now placed in
respective classes and are under the care & protection of Mully Children’s Family. After doing the Kenya
Certificate of Primary Education (KCPE) national examination in the month of November 2009, many
children in the society didn’t have any hope to continue with their studies as a result of being orphans and
from poor families. However, MCF came to their rescue and they are now in school in MCF Ndalani and
Yatta secondary schools pursuing their studies with verve.

The Kenya Certificate of Secondary Education (KCSE) examinations were out on the 2™ March 2010.
MCF grade twelve 2009 graduates managed to score good marks with a top student scoring a mean grade
of A-(minus). In last year’s Kenya Certificate of Secondary Education, MCF Ndalani realized
more than six candidates qualifying for university admission. However, this has been seen as a
drop in the overall performance over the years. The homes have recorded better performance in
the previous years. This drop was attributed to the fact that the candidates were presented with
emergency papers and this impacted negatively on their performance. Despite of this, they had
been thoroughly prepared for the exam. Thanks be to the Lord for the great success.

Yatta Divisional Education Day was held on 26" March at Ndalani Secondary School. This
involved the presentation of awards to last year’s KCSE heroes, both candidates and teachers.
Mully Children’s Family scooped more than % of the awards in all subjects.

Health

The children have been in good health except a few illnesses like flu, head ache and stomache aches
which were attended in the MCF health clinic. However, we have one of the Children Fredrick Otieno
who has been hospitalized several times in our referral hospital in Nairobi. Fredrick is one of the children
infected by HIV/AIDS and he has a CD4 count of 200 in the third stage of HIV/AIDS. Currently he is
doing well and now he is at Ndalani home under special treatment and care.

For the last one month, medics from Canada and USA have been having a medical camp at MCF

Extrai Curricular Activities

The children are involved in the following every day after their classes at 4.30 for a period of one hour:

9 Mondays i Sports day

All the children go to the field to play football (soccer), basketball, volley ball, net ball etc

1 Tuesdays

The children go for clubs I.e. science club, Karate and Kung’ fu as well as drama club

1 Wednesdays

This is whereby children are involved in environmental education in the environmental club meeting.
Here children are taught on the importance of trees and climate change. They also get to participate in
tree planting and watering.

1 Thursdays

The concerned children go for Karate, acrobatics and Kung’ fu practices while the rest of the children do
cleaning of the school compound and home compound.

9 FEridays

This is the choir practice day. In Mully Children’s Family, every child is a member of a certain choir in
which we have nine choirs.

9 Saturdays

This is a cross country day. All the children practice to run for long distances every Saturday. They also
do their personal and general cleaning.

1 Sundays

Service day starts at 9.30 am every Sunday which ends at 12.00 pm. Children go for classes at 2.00 pm
for personal studies after which at 4.00 pm they go for games and relaxing. In the evening after dinner,
children are involved in talent show whereby they are given an opportunity to express their talents
through singing, dancing, acting and reciting poems.

Mully Children’s Family Ndalani Primary School emerged champions in Ndalani zonal games
competitions. It was on Friday the 19" of March at Ndalani Primary School. The girls recorded a
4-0 win in the soccer finals. The boys on the other hand recorded a 3-1 win in the finals. Both
teams will represent the school and the zone in the Yatta divisional competitions to be held later
in the month. Together with them, the girls’ netball team who emerged winners in the
competitions will accompany them.

An example of a beneficiary who has been rehabilitated successfully: John
Maina

John is an orphan and a former street boy who has lived through various hardships. The father orphaned
him at a very tender age before he could barely walk. He survived with the poor drunkard mother and a
brewer of illicit alcohol. This state of affairs exposed the mother to multiple men partners with whom she
bore two other children. Life took the worse turn, so John left home and went to the street in search of
comfort and survival from the abusive mother. His mother was violent after heavy drinking and or
whenever she welcomed her male friends in their home. On the street, life was equally difficult for young
John; fate had sentenced him to lifelong sufferings.

The mother’s health started to deteriorate after the birth of the two children. To add insult to injury, the
mother was attacked by thugs some of whom she entertained as she sold alcohol killing the two small
children and maiming her. She later died in 1998 from the wounds inflicted on her by the thugs.

John was rescued from the streets of Eldoret in 1992 by Mr. Mulli during his street outreach and went
through the rehabilitation programme in the home. He joined a team of MCF beneficiaries soon after and
progressed on well with life. He is a reformed and a dependable young man who has successfully
undergone rehabilitation at MCF.

John did not manage to attend school long enough; he dropped school in grade 3. On his rescue, he
enrolled in standard four. He progressed on well sitting for his Kenya Certificate Primary Education in the
Year 1996. He was later enrolled in MCF secondary form one the following year 1997. Maintaining high
academic performance, he sat for his Kenya Certificate of Secondary Education in the year 2000, in
which he attained a mean grade of B (Plain).

MCF having good intentions to sponsor him to further his education facilitated his entry to Moi
University whereby he studied a course in Bachelor of Arts degree in Social studies. He graduated in the
year 2007 with a second class honors upper division. John is currently working with Childlife
International; an NGO dealing with the less fortunate children and adults. In addition, John had a very
colorful wedding on the 6™ March 2010 as they were joined together for marriage with Sylivia Khasoa
who is also one of the MCF beneficiaries who has gone through the programme successfully.

Since the early 2000 when the home witnessed its first KCSE candidates, each year a
number of the beneficiaries qualify for university admission. Today, many of the beneficiaries
have graduated from universities and institutions of higher learning and have become change
agents and nation builders in different parts of the country and the globe in general.
